Worst of all it shows a total disregard for other residents’ security at a time when our security is one of the most important issues throughout our country.  As a result of this, we are encouraging you to report to Management ANY suspicions you may have regarding someone subletting their apt. or a room in their apt. If the person is NOT subletting it will be in the clear in the records You do not have to use your name.  You can drop an unsigned note to Management or, if you feel uncomfortable going to Management or Security, you can report it to us at MPTA.  We will keep your name strictly confidential.  Can you believe it? Actually advertising on the Internet?...some people are not only reckless but just plain stupid!  Unfortunately this disgusting scam puts us all at risk.
