STADIUM DEFEATED

This was accomplished by the work of John Raskin and the Hell’s Kitchen Hudson Yards Alliance which includes our incredible local electeds Christine Quinn, Tom Duane, Dick Gottfried, Jerry Nadler, as well as pretty much EVERY block and tenant association in the area.  Well deserved praise goes to Gifford Miller, Scott Stringer and Dick Gottfried for their legislative genius. To clarify, Scott Stringer (running for Manhattan Borough Prez) is also a NY State Assemblymember.  Our own Assemblymember Dick Gottfried (tenacious about the issue, never gave up) and Stringer jointly filed a lawsuit against the stadium.  Gifford Miller (Speaker of City Council running for Mayor) passed a bill to ensure that PILOT funding has oversight. PILOT funding was widely considered a possibility for the stadium.  His action pretty much stopped that possibility.  The pressure by constituents as well as local Assemblymembers and Senators (Tom Duane) in Albany so influenced Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver and Senate Majority leader Joe Bruno that they voted down funding the stadium. Make no mistake, without neighborhood vigilance the message might have been lost.  Now it seems there is no clear progress as to exactly what will go into the Hudson Yards.  Will there actually be a #7 Subway extension?  Nothing is set at this point.  We’ll keep you posted.
